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1. Introduction

Purpose of the Document

The objective of the document is to provide step-by-step procedure for applying the software patch at the member end. 
This patch release is for fixing two issues in Auction Bids viz.,
(i) Incorrect Repo period displayed in the Repo Subscription Form at member-end for the last Repo Auctions of the month (i.e., when the first leg and the second leg of the Repo period falls in two different months). After the application of the patch, correct Repo period will be displayed in the subscription form.

(ii) Ensuring operation over a bid only once at member-end (i.e., the ‘Approve’, ‘Reject’, ‘Sent Back’, ‘Save’ and ‘Cancel’ buttons will not be highlighted after action has been taken by a User). 
2. Procedure for applying Patch on the Member Server and Member Client

This section provides the steps for applying the software patch on NDS application at the member end. The software patch application consists of replacing the PDONDS_Member.exe at member-end. The activity may be carried out any time and it does not require the End of Day activity to be completed first. 

The following steps are required to be carried out on the NDS Servers and all NDS client machines.
a) Copy the PDONDS_MEMBER.zip to C drive. 
Then extract the PDONDS_MEMBER.zip (Right Click -> WinZip -> Extract to Folder C:\PDONDS_MEMBER) to C drive. A new folder called PDONDS_MEMBER will be created inside which PDONDS_MEMBER.exe will be available.  

Verify that the modified date of the new EXE is March 31, 2006. 

(For verification, Right click on PDONDS_MEMBER.exe and go to Properties( General). 

It is assumed that NDS application is installed on drive C of the NDS Server. In case the NDS application is installed on any other drive (e.g. D or E), then perform the operations in the appropriate drive.

b) Go to C:\Program Files\RBIPDONDSSetUp folder. 
Rename the existing member end EXE from PDONDS_Member.exe to PDONDS_Member_26042006.exe. 
c) Copy the new EXE to the C:\Program Files\RBIPDONDSSetUp.

Verify that the modified date of the file PDONDS_Member.exe at C:\Program Files\RBIPDONDSSetUp is March 31, 2006. 

Perform this operation of replacing the PDONDS_Member.exe on the NDS server as well as on all NDS client machines.

Shortcuts created, if any, from the Desktop etc. to the file PDONDS_Member.exe for logging into the NDS application by the Users will require to be recreated for the new PDONDS_Member.exe (with the modified date March 31, 2006) else the old shortcuts may connect to the earlier PDONDS_Member.exe despite renaming it. 
After replacing the PDONDS_Member.exe carry out yield calculation to test the successful installation of the software patch.
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
