an outcome of a number of policies pursued in the wake of the outbreak
of the pandemic last year that would be reviewed at an appropriate time.
Meanwhile, some of the measures that were announced for a definite
period have already run their course. The reason for slackness in credit
offtake had more to do with lack of demand for credit than availability
thereof. Further, corporate sector was taking recourse to alternative
channels of finance and deleveraging by paying debts and raising
resources through corporate bonds, private placements, equity market
and foreign direct investment (FDI). It is not uncommon for banks to
become more conservative during times of crises. All the above factors
collectively weighed on credit offtake. Credit growth in the agriculture,
housing and retail sectors was, however, reasonably good. Growth was
picking up and the growth momentum will help credit offtake to improve
further.
